Justimagine a prlsoner wrltlng such words to men
who were at liberty to go and do as they

pleased. Another time when Paul was in jail we read
in Acts 16:25, "But at midnight Paul and Silas were
praying and singing hymns to God, and the prisoners
were listening to them." Paul certainly serves as an
example of how we should trust in God.

As we are trusting in God we have "the peace of
God, which passes all understanding, will guard your
hearts and minds through Christ Jesus" (Philippians
4:7). Because of our trust in God, "But let all those
rejoice who put their trust in You; let them even shout
for joy, because You defend them" (Psalms
5:11). We should have great joy and gladness to

know that we are God’s children "for He cares for you"
(1 Peter 5:7).

Our trusting in God will help us to "Cast not away
therefore your confidence, which has great
recompense of reward" (Hebrews 10:35). Let's "Trust
in the Lord with all of your heart" (Proverbs 3:5) so we
can go to heaven. "Eye has not seen, nor ear heard,
nor entered into the heart of man the things which
God has prepared for those who love Him" (1
Corinthians 2:9). We cannot even begin to imagine
how wonderful heaven will be.
